In order the sssist in the cperation of the Fish Culturel Statiom Inown as
the Williams Creek Pish Hatohery on the Fort Apache Reservation, that
ocontritutions fer the support of the hatohery fram funds derived from the
sale of fishing permits, which are on deposit in individual Indian money
%coount to the oredit of the tribe at the Fort Apcohe Agenoy, are hereby
authorized in an emount mot. exceeding 1/2 of the total smount received from
the sale of fishing permits during the previous fisoal year, provided that

the totsl emount thus expended shall not exeeed $6000.00 in any cne fiscal

year, L

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the funds provided for herein will be expended
thru the Fort Apache Indian Agency in comperstion with the U, S. Pish
and Wildlife Serviee and said funds shall be available for the pur-
phase of fish food tnd/or labor required in ¢onnectien with operatioa

of said fish hatchery,
