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RESOLUTION OF THE
WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe of the
Fort Apache Reservation that, whereas Norbet Josay is
finishing school at the Theodore Roocsevelt School this
month and desires to enter the Arizona Barber College,
Phoenix, Arizona, to train as a barber and will require
some financial assistance, it is hereby authorized a
loan from tribal funds now on deposit with the Fort
Apache Agency in the amount no sxceeding $500.00 to
enable Norbet Josay to complete his training.

The foreroing resolution was on May 2, 1949, duly adopted by a vots of
8 for and 0 against, by the Tribal Council of the
White Mountain Apache Tribe pursuant to authority vested
in 1t by Article VI, Section 1 (d) of the Constitution
~and By-Laws of the Tribe ratified by the Tribe on
August 15, 1938 and approved by the Secretary of the
Interior an August 26, 1938, pursuant to Section 16 of
the Act of -June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. %64).
