WHEREAS, the Cooley Mountain Pulpwood Logging Unit Contract, approved January 18,
1964, Southwest Forest Industries, Inc, Purchaser, will expire December
31, 1964, and

WHEREAS, the estimated volume to be cut is 25,000 cords and as of October 10, 1965,
over 32,200 cords have been cut with a considerable volume yet remaining.

BE IT RESOLVED that the contract expiration date of December 31, 1964, be extended
to September 30, 1965, as requested by the Purchaser on October 15, 1964,
and recommended by the Branch of PForestry,

The foregoing resolution was on October 28, 1964 duly adopted by a vote of 9

for and O against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe,
pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (1) of the Amended
Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27, 1958 and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section 16
of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat, 984),.
