WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, the Area Director has recormended certain changes in the Hondah Homesite
Leases, and

WHEREAS, the Recreation Manager desires a business lease policy to be established.

BE IT RESOLVED that the approved form lease for the Hondah Homesite area shall
be modified so as not to specify any term of the lease; however, in any
extent, not to exceed 25 years,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all traders establishing businesses on the said
Hondah Homesite area shall be required to pay a license fee as provided
in Ordinance No. 32 and to further pay a percentage of gross income as
provided in Ordinance No, 49,

The foregoing resolution was on March 19, 1964 duly adopted by a vote of 10 for
and_ 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe, pursuant
to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of the Amended Comstitution
and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27, 1958 and approved by the
Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of
June 18, 1934 (48 Stat, 984),
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
