FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, the White Mountain Apache Tribe has requested the Federal Government
to construct and maintain a youth corps camp on the Fort Apache Indian
Reservation, and

WHEREAS, the Superintendent has been requested to ascertain if, prior to executing
a lease agreement, the Tribe would require that 25% of the enrollees be
White Mountain Apaches.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Tribal Council does not require as a condition of locating
the said youth corps camp on the reservation, that 25% of the enrollees
be White Mountain Apaches.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Tribe would appreciate the Federal Government
enrolling at least 25% White Mountain Apaches in the said youth corps

camp,

The foregoing resolution was on February 10, 1965 duly adopted by a vote of 9
for and 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe,
pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of the Amended
Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27, 1958 and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section 16
of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat, 984). /
