the appraisal made by the Arizona Highway and concurred therewith,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe that

the Chairman and Superintendent are authorized to execute a ten-year
lease or a revocable permit with the Arizona Highway Department
covering an area of 5,71 acres, commonly known as the Flying V
Maintenance Camp at a rental rate of $100,00 per annum,
