RESOLUTION OF THE
WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, P.L. 86-121 enacted by the Congress of the United States has

greatly alleviated many of the health and sanitation problems of
the White Mountain Apache Tribe, and

WHEREAS, even though Congress and the United States Public Health Service
is to be congratulated for providing the funds and the personnel
to administer the program, there are still hundred of families
on the reservation who have no available water or sanitation
facilities at their dwellings, and

WHEREAS,'many diseases are more prevalent among these persons then where
water and sanitation facilities are furnished.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Secretary of the Interior ig hereby requested to
recommend to the Congress of the United States that it continue
to authorize funds to insure that all Indians living in communi-
ties on the Fort Apache Indian Reservation are furnished water
and sewage facilities under P.L. 86-121.

The foregoing resolution was on December 8, 1966 duly adopted by a vote of
7 for and 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
T;IBe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of
the Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe
June 27, 1958, and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29,
1958, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984).
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
