WHEREAS, Cibecue, a community of 104C peopnle, is 50 miles from the Public
Healtl: Service [ospital and there is an average time delay of
nearly four hours between the original request for an ambulance
ani the time the patient reachkes the hospital, and

WHEREAS, during thae 1283 fiscal year there have been forty-nine (49) calls
from Cibecue for an ambulance, forty-four (44) of which have been
answered by sending the emergency veiicle, and

THEREAS, the peonle of the community of Cibecue have agreed to furanish
volunteers to drive an ambulance if this vehicle could be based
in Cibecue.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Health, Education and Welfare Committee of the
thite Mountain Apache Tribe requests the Public Health Service
to obtain an ambulance to be based in Cibecue, to be driven by
qualified drivers living in that community and to be used solely
for emergency trips to tihe Thiteriver Hospital.
