WHEREAS, travel expenses for the tribal judges, previously approptiated, i8
now expended, and ‘

WHEREAS, the Associate Judge has been called to sit on tribal court at a number
of times, and

WHEREAS, this extra travel expense was not contemplated when the Tribal Budget
was adopted.

BE IT RESOLVED that there is hereby appropriated from Tribal funds on deposit
the additional sum of $200.00 to be used for paying mileage expenses
for tribal judges.

The foregoing resolution was on January 4, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of 10

for and against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe,
pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (k) of the Amended
Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27, 1958 and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section 16
of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984). - : S
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
