WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 67-92 granted a sand and gravel permit to Arizona
Highway Department along the flood plain of Post Office Canyon, and

WHEREAS, the Arizona Highway Department has furnished a new legal description
of the area desired.

BE IT RESOLVED that Resolution No, 67-92 be amended to provide that the
Arizona State Highway Department be issued a permit for sand and
gravel on the following described land:

Along the flood plain of Post Office Canyon in parts of
the EX EX NWY NE%, SWk SWhj NW% NE% NE), SWk NE% NE%, NEX
NW% SE% NEX and EX SE% NE)% of Section 29, lying north-
easterly of the existing fence, and in parts of the SW%
swk swi Nwk, Nwh Nwhk Swk, Wk EXx Nwh Swk, NEX NEY SWh NWi
SW% of Section 28, lying northeasterly of the existing
fence, and 50 foot wide haul road thereto in Section 28,
all in unsurveyed and protracted sections, Township 7
North, Range 23 East, G&SRM, Navajo County, Arizona.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all of the other terms and conditions of said
Resolution No., 67-92 remain in full force and effect.

The foregoing Resolution was on September 6, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of

9 for and 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (b) and (1)
of the Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratifed by the Tribe
June 27, 1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958,
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
