RESOLUTION OF THE
WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, by Resolution No, 67-104 the Tribe budgeted $60,000.00 to purchase
land in order to complete the Snake Creek Project, and

WHEREAS, the Tribe and the Bureau have now located land owned by Gus Becker
which land is acceptable for trading purposes by the U. S, Forest
Service,

BE IT RESOLVED that the Chairman is hereby authorized to purchase not less
than 104 acres of ground from Gus Becker at a price not to exceed .
Four Hundred ($400,00) Dollars per acre,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman is further authorized to sign any
and all documents necessary to either trade said land for equivalent
acres of land bordering Snake Creek Tank including the right to sign
a contract wherein the Becker land be conveyed directly to the Forest
Service and the Forest Service in turn will convey an equal acreage
of the Snake Creek border land to the Tribe.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Superintendent of the Fort Apache Agency 1s
hereby requested to do all in his power to see that the Snake Creek
land conveyed to the Tribe is in trust status,

The foregoing resolution was on September 6, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of

8 for and 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (b) and (1)
of the Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe
June 27, 1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1938,
pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984).
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
