WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, it is necessary to appoint a committee to negotiate with the
U. S. Forest Service regarding the exchanging of the land to be
purchased by the Tribe for land bordering Snake Creek Tank,

BE IT RESOLVED that the Superintendent, Chairman, Tribal Attorney, Bill
Glidden, George Heddon and one Technical Appraisor, to be designated
by the Superintendent, are hereby appointed as a Negotiating Committee
to negotiate the exchange of land for the Snake Creek Tank Project
with the U. S, Forest Service.

The foregoing resolution was on September 6, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of

9 for and_ 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of the
Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27,
1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant
to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat, 984).
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
