BE IT RESOLVED that the Chino Springs Logging Unit as presented in the Forest
Officers Report and Proposed Contract covering the recommended sale
of this timber and subject to minor changes and Administrative adjuste

ments by the Approving Officer, be sold at the following rates per
thousand board feet:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman and Secretary are authorized to
execute the contract and related documents necessary to administer
the sale of the timber for and on behalf of this Council.
