WHEREAS, a houselog plant, Western Wood Products of Arizona, has been
established in McNary, Arizona, and '

WHEREAS, the owner, Willis D. Olcham, is ready to operate on a larger
scale which requires a iarge supply of rawv material, and

WHEREAS, the Forestry Branch has prepared a sale called the Northfork

Houselog Logging Unit in the area surrounding McNary at the
following appraised rate: :

Specigi Rate per Tree
Ponderosa pine and Spruce $ .98

WHEREAS, each tree marked for cutting will have a minimum of one houselog
(pole 16 feet in length with a minimum top diameter of 7.5
inches) to protect the Purchaser and Tribe's interest and the sale
will be sold by oral auction,

BE IT RESOLVED that the Tribe consents to the sale of this proposed unit at
the appraised rate shown above and authorizes the Chairman and
Secretary to execute the contract and related documernts necesscary
to administer the sale of timber for and on behalf of this Ccuncil,

The foregoing resolution was on October 18, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of

9 for and_ 0  against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of the
Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27,
1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant
to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 sStat, 984).
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
