RESOLUTION OF THE
WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, the Uintah and Ouray Tribes of Fort Duchesne, Utah have requested
that the White Mountain Apache Tribal Council agree to an exchange
of wild turkeys from the Fort Apache Indian Reservation for wild
chukar partridges from the U&0 Reservation, and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Tribal Council to assist other Indian tribes
with their wildlife management program, as well as enhance their own
wildlife values.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Tribal Council agrees to the proposal of exchanging
ten (10) wild turkeys for one-hundred (100) chukar partridges,
details of said exchange to be worked out by tribal and Bureau of
Indian Affairs technicians,

The foregoing resolution was on November 14, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of

8 for and 0O against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache
Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 ( £) of the
Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27,
1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant
to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat, 984).
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
