WHEREAS, the residents of Cibecue have complained by petition to the
Tribal Council because of the lack of daily mail service, and

WHEREAS, the service in the Post Office is inadequate.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Chairman is hereby authorized and directed for
and on behalf of the Tribe to request assistance from Senatox
Carl Hayden in securing a new Post Office.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Senator Hayden be requested to increase th=2
mail service from Monday, Wednesday, Friday to Monday, through
Saturday of each week, .

The foregoing resolution was on December 6, 1967 duly adopted by a vote
of 7 for and 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain
Apache Tribe, pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section

1 (a) of the Amended Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by
the Tribe June 27, 1958 and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on
May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of Junme 18, 1934 (48 Stat.
